PENYBONTFAWR 4 YEAR PLAN

The Community Council have studied the information supplied by the Community and the Organisations operating in the Village, the details of which are given below.  It is our intention to review the proposals on an annual basis and therefore the list can be amended in the future.

1. EXISTING SERVICES

· Sustaining and supporting the School and Pre-School, the Village Hall, the Shop, The Pub and the Garage.

· To support the retention of external services such as buses, mobile library, Llanfyllin Library and skips in the Car Park for the disposal of cardboard, clothing and green waste.

· To support the retention of medical services provided including the surgeries at Llanrhaeadr and Llanfyllin as well as local Ambulance services and the Air Ambulance.

· To support the retention of weekly door to door recycling and the three weekly rubbish collection.

· To support the retention of grounds maintenance to highways within the 30mph areas, the Play Area and the Car Park as well as keeping footpaths clear and weed free. Also the weekly emptying and disposal of items in the various village litter bins.

2. OTHER SERVICES, NOT CURRENTLY PROVIDED

· Improve the methods of controlling speeding through the Village including investigating the purchase of Speed Activated Warning Signs for each end of the Village, improved Road Painted Signs, Additional Hazard Warning Signs such as the Narrow Bridge, and consider Volunteer Speed Gun action groups.

· Consider the possible purchase of a Portaloo for the Car Park alongside the Bus Shelter 

· Providing annual refresher courses for defibrillator and CPR training.

· Exploring ways and methods of improving communication with the Community in order for them to feel involved in decision making.
