P/2017/0629 Full:  Full – Change of use of land to equestrian to include formation of outdoor horse exercise area at Glanafon Penybontfawr.  Council RESOLVED to support the application.

Highways (042)  
Council were advised of the following Highways Observations:
1. The Junction of the B4391 and B4396 turn to Llanrhaeadr requires the vegetation cut as cars cannot see traffic when pulling onto the B4391 looking left.
2. The back road to Llanrhaeadr C2006 is in a very bad condition.  This road has been reported often and is getting worse.
3. B4396 Hirnant Road is undercut possibly by badgers but is not very dangerous for cars to pass each other.  It is just after the Cwmwr Isaf turn, before the road widens.
4. Can Powys please advise who is responsible for hedge cutting opposite the chapel bottom of Llwybr Arian.
5. Retaining wall is collapsing onto the highway opposite the Railway Inn, quite large stones.
6. The light outside Tyn-Y-Dol Station Road, Penybontfawr is still flashing on and off all night.  It has been like this for 6 months now. 
7. Council also requested that the B4396 be put in the Highways budget for next year.
