The council was informed of the following Highways Observation:

The following highways observations were made to council:

a. C2010 – In June the following was reported:
C2010 - Sign missing telling vehicles that road is unsuitable for trough traffic and showing access only to Bache Doethion from the junction of B4396 and access only to Peniarth Uchaf and Cae Uchaf at the next junction towards Penybontfawr.  

The Council now feel that the road is in such a bad condition that signs are needed at both ends of the C2010 be erected to say NO THROUGH ROAD ACCESS ONLY the road is most certainly NOT suitable now as a through road for any vehicles and in particularly HGVs.  
b. Council would also like a directional sign post at the junction of the C2091 and U2012 indicating Llanwddyn in the Penybontfawr direction.  HGVs need to be stopped from going onto the U2010.
